Minutes of Annual Meeting in Phoenix, AZ, November 4, 2006.   Hank Kopcial moved to accept the minutes as presented, seconded by Ida Manning. Passed unanimously.

Financial Report 2006-2007:  Ashmore presented the final financial report for 2006 - 2007 and explained that our financial reports are on an accrual basis to satisfy the requirements of the IRS.  This means that unpaid membership as of June 30 will be shown as Accounts Receivable.  FORUM 2007 income and expenses will only appear on the 2007-2008 Financial Report.  Total income was $433,377. Total expenses were $432,938, for a net income of $439.     The balance sheet as of June 30, 2007 showed a balance in the checking account of $64,739.28 and total equity of $11,892.  
Trey Michael moved to accept the report as presented, seconded by Ronni Cohen.  Passed unanimously.

Membership Report:   Ashmore reported that we have 24 states as active members this year, 78 associate members, and 3 sponsors.
