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Outstanding Entrepreneurship Educator

Educators currently engaged in entrepreneurship at any level (K-16 and/or adult) are eligible for this prestigious award.  Criteria for nomination should have been achieved within the previous five years.  

Recipients of the award should have made significant contributions toward the organization, implementation, development or evaluation of entrepreneurship education. The educator's achievements may be from one or more of the following areas: classroom instruction, community-based learning, mentoring programs, internships, and/or student organization leadership. 
This award recognizes an entrepreneurship educator who has provided outstanding service to the field of entrepreneurship education through activities that align to the Consortium’s Vision and Mission.   This service might include:
· Infusion of entrepreneurship education into existing courses.

· Development, leadership and/or support of separate courses in entrepreneurship.

· Partnerships with business, industry, agency and trade associations, and bringing together diverse groups whose interests foster economic development through entrepreneurship education.

· Outreach to community members to enhance understanding of entrepreneurship as a viable career option and driving force of economic development.

· Encouraging teacher education institutions and accrediting groups to incorporate competencies of entrepreneurship into teacher training curricula.

· Participation in or leadership of research that recognizes successful ventures into entrepreneurship
· Incorporation of the National Content Standards for Entrepreneurship Education into course development and program planning.

· Sharing successful educational activities, programs and strategies with colleagues and other educational professionals

· Promoting the incorporation of entrepreneurial concepts into instructional and guidance service/school counseling activities.

· Leadership and/or involvement in National Entrepreneurship Week activities or other activities to promote entrepreneurship at the local, area, regional, national or international level.
A selection committee composed of members of the Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education Executive Committee will determine the winner.

Guidelines for Nomination


1. The nomination must be sponsored/supported by a member of the Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education on or before September 15.
2. A 1-2 page summary supporting the nomination must be included.  This summary is not considered part of the maximum 10 pages of supporting material.
3. Specific content of nomination summary should include:
a. Number of years of service

b. Professional organization involvement 

c. Contributions to the profession of entrepreneurship education

d. Focus on quality instruction exemplifying the Lifelong Learning Model and/or the National Content Standards for Entrepreneurship Education 

e. Promotion of entrepreneurship as a viable and desirable career option

4. Nominees are not required to be from a state that is a member of the Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education, but their application must be endorsed by a member of the Consortium.
5. Supporting material (not to exceed 10 pages) should be sent with the nomination. 
6. Letter(s) of support should be provided but should not exceed five (5) in number.  These letters are not counted as part of the ten pages of supporting material.
7. Selection of the Outstanding Entrepreneurship Educator will be completed by the Consortium’s Awards Subcommittee by October 1 and the person(s) selected will be informed in a timely manner so that the recipient(s) are assured adequate time to arrange for travel to the annual Forum where the award will be presented.  

8. Attendance at the Forum is not mandatory to actually receive the award. 
9. Award winners may be requested to provide additional details and photos for use in the conference program and Award Session.
