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Minutes of Meeting – August 27, 2008
 
Conference call was held at 9:00 AM Eastern Time on Wednesday, August 27.  Present were Melba Kennedy, Susan Rice, Gregg Christensen, Horace Robertson, Darl Walker, Constance Manchester-Bonenfant, Diane Sabato, Hank Kopcial and Cathy Ashmore. 1.    Minutes of June Meeting

Ashmore asked if members had any additions or corrections to minutes provided in online folder.  Members were encouraged to check for activities to be completed and particularly to follow up with potential members they had agreed to contact.
Rice moved to accept the minutes as presented/ seconded by Robertson.  Passed unanimously.

2.   FORUM 2008 Update.  

· Ashmore reported that 15,000 conference-promotion postcards are currently in nationwide distribution.  The FORUM is also being promoted on our website.  Members are being encouraged to promote the FORUM on their websites and in their newsletters.  DECA has been promoting it as has USATODAY, and there are many others doing so without letting us know.
· All speaker positions have been filled, including the 8 entrepreneurs from Austin.  Keynote on Sunday morning will be Charles Hiteshew, COO of America's Promise.  Luncheon speaker will be Clifton L Taulbert, author, president of the Community Development Institute, and one of the founders of Stairmaster.   We are working on a panel for the opening Saturday session of federal agency representatives (DOL, SBA, HUD, Department of Treasury) to talk about their initiatives in support of entrepreneurship education.
· The post conference tour is finalized and posted on our website.  The pre-conference tour is still in development but will be posted soon.

· Three additional-cost workshops are scheduled for Monday, Nov 10 and are posted on our website.  Each will contribute to the income potential of the FORUM.  We hope they will be well-attended.
· We discussed the program for the Think Tank meeting on Saturday.  We will spend some time on plans for National Entrepreneurship Week, encouraging creative thinking from the group.  
The major program will involve Hands-on Technology Roundtables.  We will have internet access for this meeting so one table will be able to work with internet technology.  We will define about 6 different areas of technology interest and allow people to spend an hour at each table of their choice.  We will end up with the opportunity for participants to judge the finalists in the Export-Import Idea Challenge videos so that we can announce the winners at the conference.  We will take a half hour break so participants can pick up some lunch from the Sandwich Stand in the lobby.  We are not providing lunch because we do not have a sponsor for this and have not charged the participants for it.  We are still working on the final agenda for this meeting.
3.  Code of Regulations -   Horace submitted the final changes for the Consortium Code of Regulations to be submitted to the membership for approval.  

Sabato moved that we approve the proposed changes and submit them to the Governing Membership for final approval.  Manchester-Bonenfant seconded the motion.  Passed Unanimously.

4.  DOL Project -  Robertson reported on activities for starting the project.  
· Robertson and Ashmore met with a committee of DOL staff to review our program and initiate work on August 19 in DC. We prepared a PowerPoint with an overview of entrepreneurship education and the purposes of the project.  (See PowerPoint and Project Description Handout online)
· We are working with another DOL project to review their Entrepreneurship Competencies and our Standards.  We identified 12 Consortium members/contacts to serve on their review committee.  In addition we will ask these 12 reviewers to participate in our plan to identify the core performance indicators for basic entrepreneurship education starting points.
5.  National Entrepreneurship Week 2009 Plans

· Ashmore reported that she is connecting with the state leadership team coordinators right now via meetings open to them using the Dimdim.com web meeting opportunity.  For a year it is costing us a total of $99 to provide meetings of up to 20 people at no cost to participants.  We can show and discuss websites, documents from our computer,  and PowerPoint presentations with the group.  And we can pass the presenter role to others in the group.  Our purpose of the current meetings is to introduce our goals for National Entrepreneurship Week 2009 (see PowerPoint)
· We released the new "Export-Import Idea Challenge" competition to our members and state leadership teams.  This is designed to produce winning student videos to be judged and awarded at the FORUM.  This activity is complementary to Global Entrepreneurship Week, Nov 17 - 23, and state and national winners will be announced at the FORUM and Promoted during Global Entrepreneurship Week.

· On the Dimdim.com demonstration meetings we are discussing the new competition and the role of state team leaders as the state judges.  We also took them on the Lockerbay.com Internet Portal where students will be asked to post their videos and states can access them for judging.  We are using this site as a contribution from the PA State Leadership Team.  We expect the students to be savvy and are working to teach the educators how to use Social Networking for educational purposes

· We are actively seeking sponsors for National Entrepreneurship Week 2009.  To date we have agreement from the Veterans Corp to help sponsor a launch event in DC under the leadership of the NFIB Young Entrepreneur Foundation (Hank Kopcial).  Goldman Sachs has turned us down.  WE have a proposal in to E*Trade Financial that involves a grant of $130,000 as follows:

7.  Scope of Work - 2008-09 -  Ashmore presented the proposed scope of work for 2008-09 to be shared with members in advance of the November Annual Meeting and voted on at the meeting.   After discussion some modifications were made to the final document.  (See final Scope of Work in online folder - G-10).  

Kopcial moved that we accept the revised Scope of Work for 2008-09 and submit it to the members at the Annual Meeting in November for approval.  Walker seconded the motion.
