GUARANTEED RESERVATIONS

CUTOFF DATE

MASTER ACCOUNT
Hotel must be notified in writing at least 30 days prior to arrival of the authorized signatories and the charges that are to be posted to the Master Account.  Any cancellation or attrition fees will be billed to the Master Account.

METHOD OF PAYMENT
The method of payment of the Master Account will be established upon approval of The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education’s credit.  If credit is approved, the outstanding balance of The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education Master Account (less any advance deposits and exclusive of disputed charges) will be due and payable upon receipt of invoice. 

The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education will raise any disputed charge(s) within 30 days after receipt of the invoice.  The Hotel will work with The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education in resolving any such disputed charges, the payment of which will be due upon receipt of invoice after resolution of the dispute.  If payment of any invoice is not received within thirty (30) days of the date on which it was due, Hotel will impose a finance charge at the rate of the lesser of 1-1/2% per month (18% annual rate) or the maximum allowed by law on the unpaid balance commencing on the invoice date.  

The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education has indicated that it has elected to use the following form of payment:

All meeting room, food and beverage, and related services are subject to applicable taxes (currently 7.25%) and service charge (currently 22%) in effect on the date(s) of the event.

Six months prior to your event, we require a revised estimated program of events in order to finalize your specific daily requirements.  If, at the time of this revision, or any other time, you determine you need more space and/or food and beverage services then specified in this agreement, additional space will be provided , if available, at rates applicable at the time of your request for such additional space or services.  The final program is due two months prior to your event, in order to finalize specific daily requirements.  Should we not receive these documents as scheduled, we reserve the right to use your program from your last meeting, so long as it does not exceed the parameters of the scheduled list in the this agreement. Nothing in these documents will be construed to waive or alter the rooms and food and beverage revenue requirements set forth in this agreement.  The hotel reserves the right to make reasonable substitutions in the meeting and banquet rooms and/or menu selections.  The group without the hotel’s prior approval may not disseminate diagrams and identification of the hotel’s meeting space to be used for your meeting.

ROOMS ATTRITION
Hotel is relying upon The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education’s use of the Room Night Commitment.  The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education agrees that a loss will be incurred by Hotel if The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education’s actual usage is less than 80% of the total Room Night Commitment.

If The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education’s actual usage is less than 80% of the total Room Night Commitment, The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education agrees to pay, as liquidated damages and not as a penalty, the difference between 80% of the total Room Night Commitment and The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education’s actual usage, multiplied by the average group room rate, plus applicable taxes.
ADJUSTMENTS TO CONCESSIONS 
In the event of reductions in the Room Night Commitment of more than 20%, the Hotel may adjust any concessions previously offered in this Agreement, including those concessions offered on a complimentary basis, and may also adjust the Function Space in direct proportion to the reduction in the Room Night Commitment. 

FOOD AND BEVERAGE ATTRITION/CANCELLATION
The Hotel is relying upon the food and beverage functions outlined on the Function Information Agenda/Event Agenda.  The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education agrees that a loss will be incurred by Hotel if there is a cancellation or reduction in the number of food and beverage functions and the number of food and beverage covers.

The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education agrees that it will provide Hotel total Event food and beverage revenue of $20,000.00, exclusive of taxes and service charges (“Agreed Event F&B Revenue”), subject to change(s) by The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education no later than 72 hours prior to each function of the Event.  The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education shall provide Hotel with 3 Business Days advance notice of the date(s), time(s), and number of covers with respect to each function it wishes to schedule for the Event.  The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education shall provide Hotel this information no later than 72 hours prior to the scheduled time for each such function.  The net number of covers resulting from this notice shall be referred to herein as a “Guaranteed Function”.

If The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education fails to (i) provide Hotel with the full Agreed Event F&B Revenue; or (ii) use all of the covers at any Guaranteed Function; or (iii) provide Hotel with any increase in the Agreed Event F&B listed in the Banquet Event Order, The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education will pay Hotel within thirty (30) days, as liquidated damages and not as a penalty, the following amount:

1. The full per-guest price of any unused cover at any Guaranteed Function; plus

2. 40% of the difference between the Agreed Event F&B Revenue and the actual Event food and beverage revenue received by Hotel (including any payment due under subparagraph (1), above); plus

3. The Meeting Room Rental Fee (n/a).

*    If applicable, state and local taxes will be added to all attrition and cancellation fees.

Hotel agrees that after receipt of this amount, it will not seek further damages resulting from the cancellation or attrition of such catered functions.

OUTSIDE FOOD AND BEVERAGE POLICY 
All food and beverages served at functions associated with the Event must be provided, prepared, and served by Hotel, and must be consumed on Hotel premises.
CANCELLATION
The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education acknowledges that if it cancels or otherwise essentially abandons its planned use of the Room Night Commitment (a “Cancellation”), this action would constitute a breach of The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education’s obligation to Hotel and Hotel would be harmed.  Because Hotel’s harm (and The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education’s obligation to compensate Hotel for that harm) is likely to increase if there is a delay in notifying Hotel of any Cancellation, The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education agrees to notify Hotel, in writing, within five (5) business days of any decision to Cancel.  In addition, if a Cancellation occurs, the parties agree that:

(a) It would be difficult to determine Hotel’s actual harm.

(b) The sooner Hotel receives notice of the Cancellation, the lower its actual harm is likely to be because the probability of mitigating the harm by reselling space and functions is higher.

(c) The highest dollar amount in the chart (the “Chart”) set forth below reasonably estimates Hotel’s harm for a last-minute Cancellation and, through its use of a sliding scale that reduces damages for earlier Cancellations, the Chart also reasonably estimates Hotel’s ability to lessen its harm by reselling The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education space and functions.  

The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education therefore agrees to pay Hotel, within thirty (30) days after any Cancellation, as liquidated damages and not as a penalty, the amount listed in the Chart below.

Provided that The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education timely notifies Hotel of the Cancellation and timely pays the above liquidated damages, Hotel agrees not to seek additional damages from The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education relating to the Cancellation.

IMPOSSIBILITY
The performance of this Agreement is subject to termination without liability upon the occurrence of any circumstance beyond the control of either party – such as acts of God, war, government regulations, disaster, strikes (except those involving the employees or agents of the party seeking the protection of this clause), civil disorder, or curtailment of transportation facilities – to the extent that such circumstance makes it illegal or impossible to provide or use the Hotel facilities.  The ability to terminate this Agreement without liability pursuant to this paragraph is conditioned upon delivery of written notice to the other party setting forth the basis for such termination as soon as reasonably practical – but in no event longer that ten (10) days – after learning of such basis.  

COMPLIANCE WITH LAW
This Agreement is subject to all applicable federal, state, and local laws, including health and safety codes, alcoholic beverage control laws, disability laws, federal anti-terrorism laws and regulations, and the like.  Hotel and The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education agree to cooperate with each other to ensure compliance with such laws.

CHANGES, ADDITIONS, STIPULATIONS, OR LINING OUT
Any changes, additions, stipulations or deletions including corrective lining out by either Hotel or The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education will not be considered agreed to or binding on the other unless such modifications have been initialed or otherwise approved in writing by the other.

LITIGATION EXPENSES
The parties agree that, in the event litigation relating to this Agreement is filed by either party, the non-prevailing party in such litigation will pay the prevailing party's costs resulting from the litigation, including reasonable attorneys’ fees.

LIQUOR LICENSE
The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education understands that Hotel’s liquor license requires that beverages only be dispensed by Hotel employees or bartenders.  Alcoholic beverage service may be denied to those guests who appear to be intoxicated or are under age.
INDEMNIFICATION 

Each party to this Agreement shall, to the extent not covered by the indemnified party’s insurance, indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the other party and its officers, directors, agents, employees, and owners from and against any and all demands, claims, damages to persons or property, losses, and liabilities, including reasonable attorneys’ fees (collectively, “Claims”), arising solely out of or solely caused by the indemnifying party’s negligence or willful misconduct in connection with the provision and use of Hotel as contemplated by this Agreement.  This paragraph shall not waive any statutory limitations of liability available to either party, including innkeepers’ limitation of liability laws, nor shall it waive any defenses either party may have with respect to any Claim.

UNATTENDED ITEMS/ADDITIONAL SECURITY
The Hotel cannot ensure the security of items left unattended in function rooms.  Special arrangements may be made with the Hotel for securing a limited number of valuable items.  If The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education requires additional security with respect to such items or for any other reason, the Hotel will assist in making these arrangements.  All security personnel to be utilized during the Event are subject to Hotel approval.

IN-HOUSE EQUIPMENT
Hotel will provide, at no charge, a reasonable amount of meeting equipment (for example, chairs, tables, chalkboards, etc).  These complimentary arrangements do not include special setups or extraordinary formats that would deplete Hotel’s present in-house equipment to the point of requiring rental of an additional supply to accommodate The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education’s needs.  If such special setups or extraordinary formats are requested, Hotel will present The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education two (2) alternatives:  (1) charging The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education the rental cost for additional equipment, or (2) changing the extraordinary setup to a standard format, avoiding the additional cost.

PERFORMANCE LICENSES
The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education will be solely responsible for obtaining any necessary licenses or permission to perform, broadcast, transmit, or display any copyrighted works (including without limitation, music, audio, or video recordings, art, etc.) that The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education may use or request to be used at the Hotel.

AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT (ADA) COMPLIANCE
Each party agrees to use good faith efforts to ensure that it complies with its obligations under the Americans with Disabilities Act and the Act’s accompanying regulations and guidelines (collectively the “ADA”).  Each party further agrees to indemnify and hold the other party harmless from and against any and all claims and expenses, including attorneys’ fees and litigation expenses, that may be incurred by or asserted against the other party or its officers, directors, agents, and employees on the basis of the indemnifying party’s non-compliance with any of the provisions of the ADA.  The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education agrees to provide Hotel with reasonable advance notice about the special needs of any attendees of which The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education is aware.

ACCEPTANCE
Prior to execution by both parties, this document represents an offer by the Hotel.  Unless the Hotel otherwise notifies The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education at any time prior to The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education’s execution of this document, the outlined format and dates will be held by the Hotel for The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education on a first-option basis until Friday, August 30, 2008.  If The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education cannot make a commitment prior to that date, the offer will revert to a second option basis or, at the Hotel’s option, the arrangements will be released, in which case neither party will have any further obligations.  Upon receipt by Hotel of a fully executed version of this Agreement prior to Friday, August 30, 2008, or upon Hotel’s acceptance of a fully executed version of this Agreement after such date, it will be placed on a definite basis and will be binding upon Hotel and The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education.

Hotel and The Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education have agreed to and have executed this Agreement by their authorized representatives as of the dates indicated below.
