1. Title of presentation (all caps)...short and catchy to attract an audience.
2. ame, position, organization, address, email, web page, and phone number of
presenter(s).
3. Focus of the program
4. Abstract describing purpose and content of the conference presentation.
Please share experiences and ideas that can be replicated by conference
participants. Participants want to take ideas and handouts home that they can
use. (2-4 paragraphs maximum please)
5. A short bio on the presenter(s) and description of the organization

represented. (1 page maximum)
